1. Describe the aim and approach of the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) Patient Safety and Clinical Pharmacy Services Collaborative (PSPC).

2. Explain a process for and model of establishing multiple partnerships and integrating medication management into a HRSA PSPC community-based clinic.

3. Utilize a medication management documentation and outcomes tracking tool (DOTT) to identify, prevent, and resolve medication-related problems to improve medication safety among high-risk, high cost, and complex patients in a HRSA PSPC safety-net clinic.
